Names and language are identity markers; when they
remain pure, the civilization stays strong.

Namkaran, the fifth of the sixteen Hindu Sanskaras, is
a sacred rite that does far more than assign a name; it
inaugurates a newborn's identity, linking them to their
lineage, gotra and dharma.

This ceremony reflects the Hindu dharmic tradition and
the parents’ commitment to raise the child with spiritual

awareness and values.

Sha'tapq‘_tha Brahmana)

(Therefore, the father should give the name to
his child after birth).
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Mantras invoking deities, auspiciousness and
protection are chanted during the naming,
including Agni and Varuna-related hymns, such
as: "0 A WIET, 35 FHUM WIgl" which
symbolically purify and bless the child with
divine energies. Specific prayers asking for the
child's well-being, virtues and longevity are
recited alongside the chanting of the selected
name into the child's ear by the father or priest.

The Namkaran ceremony is generally
performed on the 11th or 21st day after birth,
or on the nearest auspicious day like the first
full moon. It marks the child's identity and
social acceptance, involving bathing, dressing
the infant and publicly announcing the name.

A name is not just a sound, it is a carrier of
energy. The act of naming is an imprint on the
child's
qualities,

consciousness, shaping their inner

behavior and destiny. It is
traditionally performed with rituals including
purification and invocation of deities, aligning
the child with cosmic energies for blessings
and good fortune.

As said in the Chandogya Upanishad, "Name is
the very basis of speech," meaning that one’s
cultural direction and values are shaped by the

name itself.

In Vedic tradition, names were chosen with
consideration of nakshatras and planetary
positions; even today names should be placed
within that sacred framework.

Astrologically, = Namkaran great
chosen name should harmonize with key chart
factors like the Lagna lord or strongest planet,

as planetary sounds govern specific phonetics.

Names are also linked to Nakshatra deities. The
child's birth nakshatra (lunar mansion) guides
the choice of the first sound or syllable of the
the name, which corresponds to the nakshatra's
prescribed syllables like "Cho" for Ashwini’s

third pada. For example, Kartik for Krittika
nakshatra and Narendra for Jyestha ensuring
divine qualities resonate throughout life.

The Yoga We See vs. The Yoga We Seek
Most people today think of fitness studios, flexible
postures and a focus on physical health when they hear

the word "Yoga." These benefits are real and useful, but
they are simply the tips of a tree whose roots go much
deeper. To fully comprehend Yoga, we must return to its
origins—the profound philosophical foundation of the
Vedas, particularly the Upanishads.

The Upanishads present Yoga not as a system for
perfecting the body, but as a practical path to answering
life's most fundamental question: "Who am 1?" They
reveal it as a spiritual discipline, a sadhana, designed to
remove the veil of ignorance that separates us from our
true, eternal nature. This is the journey from the
external mat to the internal Self.
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Yoga in the Upanishads:

The Yoking of the Senses
By now, many of us are familiar with the
Sanskrit root 'yuj,' and its meaning: to unite, to
control, or to achieve Samadhi. But since we
are talking about Upanishads, the Katha
Upanishad provides a powerful analogy to
explain this process. It compares the human
being to a chariot. The body is the chariot, the
senses are the wild horses pulling it, the mind
holds the reins, the intellect (Buddhi) is the
charioteer, and the true Self (Atman) is the
passenger. The Upanishad says that when the
mind is vigilant and the intellect is strong, the
This
steady control of the senses and mind is what

senses are like well-behaved horses.

the wise call Yoga.

The Goal: 'Atma-Jnana' or Self-Realization
The Upanishads, are primarily concerned with
Atma-Jnana—the knowledge of the Self. They
declare that our suffering arises not from
external circumstances, but from our mistaken
identity, where we confuse our temporary body
and mind with our eternal Self. Frankly
speaking, for the common person, it is next to
impossible to understand their eternal Self, but
what about knowing their true potential, to
infinity energy, to endless happiness...

How to Use This: Bringing Upanishadic
Wisdom to Your Mat

So, the question arises: Why, even if we are
practicing so-called “YOGA’, if are we not able
to calm ourselves down? Why are we not able
to use this wonderful tool given by our

knowledge system?

The prime reason is not accepting the root of

As Patanjali  said, Sthirasukhamasanam
(@?ﬁ'@ﬂwj, meaning "posture should be
steady and comfortable," but I believe we are
not able to follow that either as people are not
calm in Asana only.

To integrate the Upanishadic wisdom we've
just discussed and truly become the charioteer
of your own mind, here is how you can
practice:

1. Set an Intention: Before you begin your
asanas, take a moment to set an intention that
goes beyond physical fitness. This is your
intellect (Buddhi), the charioteer, deciding the
destination. It could be an intention for self-
awareness, inner peace, or to better understand

your own mind.

2. Practice Mindful Observation: During
your practice, observe not just the physical
sensations in your body but also the tendencies
of your mind—the wild horses. Notice when it
wanders, when it resists, and when it is calm,
without judgment. This is the first step in
mastering the reins. And please, silence that
phone; that's one of the horses trying to run off.

3. Sit in Silence: After your asana practice,
dedicate just five minutes to sitting in stillness.
This is the moment the chariot stops. Don't try
to force any experience. Simply sit and be a
witness to your breath and the silence within.
This is where the true journey "beyond the
mat" begins, and you get a glimpse of the
passenger, your true Self.

It is a
celebration of Prosperity, Joy and Culture. Beyond the
barriers of Money, Caste and Religion, Makar spreads
its warm welcome across every Indian heart.

From ancient time, ‘Harvesting’ has been the first
Footstep of Civilization, growing on fertile river banks
like the Nile, Tigris, Euphrates, Indus and Yellow River.
With rich soil and steady water, cultivation shaped food
habits, introduced grains and vegetables, replaced the
monotony of flesh, uplifted societies and opened the
way for discipline, community life, business and trade
with the world.
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In India, West Bengal stands as the
Talent, Taste, Culture and Heritage. It is
blessed with Mountains in the North, Sea in the
South, the Loo of the Plateau and the Greenery
of Forests. This perfect atmosphere enriches
Bengal with cereals and healthy food. A
proverb says, “Thirteen Festivals in Twelve
Months for the Bengalees.” Each month hosts
one or more celebrations, and among them
Makar Sankranti, known as Paush Sankranti in
Bengal, holds a special place.

Sankranti refers to the transmigration of the
Sun from one zodiac to another in Indian
Astronomy. In the Solar Year there are twelve
Sankrantis, each named after a zodiac sign.
Tﬁ%%are broadly classified into Ayan
(Solstice), Vishuva (Equinox), Vishupadi and
Shadshitimukhi. Makar Sankranti marks the
transition of the Sun from Dhanu Rashi
(Sagittarius) to Makara Rashi (Capricorn),
beginning the six-month Uttardyana period.
Though Uttarayana technically begins on 22nd
December, traditional celebration takes place
on 14th or 15th January. As the Indian calendar
follows lunar positions while Sankranti is a
solar event, differences appear with Vedic
astronomy.

According to the Bengali Calendar, mid-April
is the new year or Navavarsha marked by
Mesha
marks the end of Paush and is celebrated as

Sankranti. Similarly, mid-January
Paush Sankranti or Paush Parvan—one of the

most cherished festivals of the Bengalees.

On Paush Sankranti, Goddess Laxmi is
worshipped in every home. When new grains
arrive in the month of Madrgashirsha—
Agrahdyana, the new Aman Dhan (Paddy) is
offered as Nabanna to Goddess Annapurna
with prayers for fulfilment and prosperity. Each
family celebrates Nabanna Utsav on a day
chosen by their community during Agrahdyana

or Paush. In many places, Nabanna is
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ed exactly on Paush Sankranti, as it is
the final day of offering the freshly harvested
grain. A bunch of new paddy is dedicated to
Goddess
Enrichment, Good Luck and Success.

Laxmi seeking blessings of

Paush Parvan is also a Traditional Food
Festival, famous for its delightful sweets
known as Pitha. Flowing through generations,
Pitha is a hallmark of Bengal’s heritage. It is
popular across Eastern India—West Bengal,
Odisha, Assam, Jharkhand, Bihar, Uttar
Pradesh—and parts of South India. Pithas are
made from rice or wheat flour, milk, sugar,
jaggery, shaped and often filled with sweet or
savoury ingredients. The pouch is called Khol
and the fillings Pur.

Pithas may be fried, slow-roasted, steamed,
baked or rolled on a hot plate and served with
Nolen Gud (Date Syrup). Sweet Pithas contain
sugar, jaggery, date syrup, sugarcane juice or
palm syrup, and may include grated coconut,
sesame seeds, cashews, pistachios, sweetened
vegetables or fruits, flavoured with cardamom,
camphor or rose syrup.

Some famous Pithas of Bengal are: Steamed
Pitha, Spicy Vegetable Pitha, Molded Pitha,
Crispy Pitha, Chitoi, Khola Jali, Chutki,
Chapri, Chand Pakan, Shundori Pakan, Ras
Pitha, Sarbhaja, Puli, Pata, Patishapta, Poya
Pitha, Pantua, Pudding, Malpua, Malai Pitha,
Muthi Pitha, Andasha, Kuli, Kata, Kola Pitha,
Date Pitha, Kshir Kuli, Gokul Pitha, Golap
Ful, Lavang Latika, Jamdani, Handi Pitha,
Jhalpoya, Ranga Aloo, Jhuri, Jhinuk,
Surjamukhi, Nakshi Pitha, Coconut Pitha,
Coconut Jalebi, Tej Pata Pitha, Tel Pitha,
Sandesh Pitha, Dudharaj, Dudhpuli, Ful Jhuri,
Ful Pitha, Bibiyana, Semai Pitha, Chira Moya,
Kauner Moya, Jal Moya, Firni, Semai, Nolen
Guder Payas, Coconut Naru and many more.

People
create the clay idol Paush Buri (Old Woman),
holding a stick, believed to protect the village
and the Golden Grains of their labour.

Across India, Makar Sankranti is celebrated
with Dahi-Chura, Khichdi (Khichdi Utsav of
Uttar Pradesh), kite flying and fairs. In Bengal,
the festival shines like Polaris among the
winter sky.

In 2025, Maha Kumbh Mela marked the
world’s largest gathering from 13th January to
26th February. The First Royal Bath (Amrit

To restore the original stature
of Itihasa, it is essential to understand the distinctions
between Mythology, History, and Itihasa, and how these
ancient texts were never intended to be equated with

During colonial times, British scholars approached
Indian knowledge systems through a Eurocentric lens.
When they encountered the vast epics of India, filled
with divine interventions, cosmic time scales (which
they failed to compregend), metaphors, and symbolic
narratives, they attempted to fit them into Western
academic categories.
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Because Western historiography values linear.

chronology and empirical evidence, they
branded Itihasa as “mythology,” implying that
it lacks historicity. The intention, moreso
deliberate and less incidental, reduced the
intellectual, cultural, and historical authority of

these ancient texts.

However, within the Bharatiya knowledge
tradition, the term mythology (mithak) never
existed in the sense of “falsehood.” Instead, the
tradition used the word Itihasa, which carries a
far deeper and layered meaning.

Willpower is the vital force or life force that constantly
activates our desires and memories always arise in our
mind, although we perceive the presence of only a few
of them. Even desires themselves do not harm us. Only
when the willpower attaches itself to those desires and
makes them our own, then they become resolutions. In
this way, when desires are associated with the
willpower, consciousness is aroused in them and they
become alive and start haunting us. But if the willpower
can be removed from the desire due to non-attachment,
the desire becomes weak, lifeless and disappears from
consciousness for a short time.

If someone stands on the roof of a house on the night of
Diwali, he sees innumerable houses, rockets, crackers,
firecrackers and fireworks rising and bursting all
around. But they do not particularly touch the
viewer.This is the essence of an unattached life. In the
same way, an unattached person feels that desires are
rising in the mind and then disappearing; but they do
not disturb him in any way.
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Human desires are of two kinds, the desire for
enjoyment, Bhoga and the desire for fruition,
Phala. The will has to be detached from these
two kinds of desires. Detaching the will from
the subject is the renunciation of the subject,
and detaching the will from the fruit of action
is the renunciation of the fruit. Detachment or
non-attachment means freedom from these two
kinds of desires.

Desires cannot be destroyed at first, because
the seeds of desire for enjoyment can only be
destroyed with the help of the light of wisdom.
However, what is important for those who are
initiated into spiritual life is that desires
grossly, the subtle, the seed-like, remains at the
level of absorbed consciousness and cannot
manifest itself. As soon as desire arises, the
willpower has to be freed from it. This is the
primary liberation that the ascetic has to
achieve and this is the main purpose of Karma
Yoga. When the will is free from the grip of
desire, it is able to turn inward in the pursuit of
God.

According to Vedanta, the first aim of Karma
Yoga is to attain primary liberation. Without
this  primary
impossible to attain higher levels of liberation

attaining liberation, it 1is
in spiritual life. Since desire is created in the
mind through action and usually the connection
of desire with will is created through action,
both these created effects can be destroyed by
action.

Good deeds are the antidote to the evil effects
of bad deeds. Just as action awakens dormant
desires, action can control them. The effects of
bad deeds cannot be easily erased by the
process of thought alone, if at all possible, they
have to be tested in real life through action.
This i1s why Karma Yoga is called the essential
practice of purification of the mind. In other
words, there is no purification for people who
are inactive or averse to action.

Karma Yoga is a path of practice in which the
will is gradually freed from desires and turns
ordinary work into a means of achieving one's
own liberation and the welfare of others.

We have seen that there are two kinds of
desire: the desire for the immediate external
objects of the senses and the desire for the
present, indirect future results, which are the
result of present actions. The first of these is
inherent in animals as well; the second kind of
desire, called hope or desire, is unique to
humans. Karma Yoga is mainly concerned with
this second class of desires.

As mentioned earlier, if desire is associated
with the will, then these two kinds of desires
become the cause of the bondage of the soul.
When the will is separated from desire, the soul
stands as a witness, Sakshi . Man then clearly
sees the workings of desire, how desire comes,
how it engages the living being in various
actions. The daily practice of the Vedas teaches
the ascetic this sense of detachment--namely,
through the
'Obeisance to the gods: Desire did all the work,

contemplation expressed in
desire has done it, desire is doing it, not I,” etc.
All desires are part of the movement of nature,
and so are all actions. The self-realized sees
nature working both outside and inside him.

Willpower is a combination of clear purpose,

self-discipline, emotional balance, mental
focus, patience, physical health, positivity,
confidence, environment, and spiritual
awareness. These essentials work together to
create an inner force that guides a person
toward success and fulfillment. Anyone can
strengthen their willpower through conscious
practice and steady effort. When willpower
becomes strong, a person gains the ability to
transform habits, achieve goals, overcome
